It is the applicant’s responsibility to inform the Program Director whether they will follow that plan or another of the applicant’s choosing, in which case the student will send a copy of the plan being followed to the Program Director. Each student will be assigned a mentor from among the ordained UMJC rabbis, both to encourage and counsel the student and to provide a liaison between the student and the Madrikh Director for purposes of accountability.
